Marilyn Systems recently delivered our 25th Bass Pro Shops shooting 
gallery earlier this year.  We will deliver 28 galleries to date by the end 
of 2008.   
 
In 2005 we were commissioned to design this innovative shooting system 
exclusively for Bass Pro Shops.  In conjunction with Works Unlimited 
and the Bass Pro Fabrication Shops, we are proud to be involved in one 
of the largest shooting gallery manufacturing operations in recent history.  
 
Bass Pro Shops wanted a responsive, reliable gallery experience that was 
challenging enough for adults yet fun for children.  We delivered on all 
fronts. 
 
The system is modular, allowing up to 16 guns and 64 targets in a 
gallery.  Set-up is a breeze, allowing installers to focus on show quality 
rather than the technical details. 
 
The gallery features real Remington rifles for an authentic shooting 
experience.  Modified for durability, our rugged, field-proven design 
translates into more time in the guests’ hands and increased revenue. 
 
Guests come back time and again.  Throughout the store, the zing of a 
ricochet and the crack of gunfire lure guests of all ages to the shooting 
arcade.

Marilyn Systems Targets New Dark Ride Experience 
 
Alamo Plaza in downtown San Antonio has seen its share of history.  A 
legendary siege, an epic battle, and Teddy Roosevelt’s Rough Riders have 
all traversed this hallowed ground. This spring heralded a new presence in 
this historic area—an Egyptian god and his gaggle of ghoulish minions.   
 
Tomb Rider 3D (TR3D) has quickly become the hottest ticket in San 
Antonio.  Creative Design & Engineering realized this endeavor for Phillips 
Entertainment.  Marilyn Systems was brought on board for TR3D’s 
interactive shooting system.   
 
TR3D is the next generation of dark ride experience.  Riders don Spectral 
Vision Goggles and enter a three-dimensional environment filled with an 
assortment of fiendish fellows.  Our tomb riders shoot energy crystals in an 
attempt to defeat Anubis and his henchmen. 
 
As guests venture deeper into the tomb, glowing, jewel-like targets change 
color when shot, corresponding to the rider’s gun color.  Each shot draws 
them closer to Anubis and their ultimate fate.   Alternate endings create a 
different experience on each ride. 
 
Phillips Entertainment reports an 86% increase in attendance since TR3D’s 
opening.  Many guests ride multiple times to take in the scenery and 
increase their score.  If you find yourself in San Antonio, stop by and take a 
ride.  Anubis will be waiting for you…

New Product Unveiling at IAAPA Expo 
 
The DAR-01A 
The Digital Audio Repeater with Amplifier, or DAR-01A, is a 
compact, solid-state device that plays MP3 and WAV files from a 
standard Secure Digital (SD) card.  Line-level and amplifier outputs 
provide convenient integration into any application.  The powerful, 
on-board 20W/channel class-D amplifier can be bridged to provide a 
whopping 40V mono output. 
 
 
The DAC-01 
The DAC-01, or Digital Animation Controller, is an innovative, 
solid-state animation playback device.  Sixteen high-current digital 
outputs coupled to multiple internal sequencers enable up to eight 
individual animation sequences to play simultaneously.  Imagine the 
possibilities with eight animation controllers in one box!  Animation 
files are stored on SD media making set-up nearly effortless. 
 
 
 
 
 
Both units are housed in a rugged steel enclosure and can be surface, DIN-rail, or rack-mounted.  Eight 
programmable opto-isolated inputs and a flexible RS-422/485 serial port allow these devices to work alone, 
together, or integrated into just about any system.  a configurable user interface tailors end-user access to each 
application.  Field-upgradeable firmware ensures that the latest features are always available.
